In our workshop “The Mountain 
World and Its Rules”, we address 
themes including environmental 
awareness in nature, trash avoid-
ance, spending a night in the forest, 
correct equipment and first aid 
with the help of easy-to-understand 
pictures.

Children learn through play, thinking 
and sharing their own experiences.

Our little hikers learn how impor-
tant it is not to leave trash behind 
in nature – and that whatever they 
take with them onto the mountain, 
also has to be carried back to the 
valley later. They are also taught 
how vital it is to help each other in 
difficult situations and to behave the 
right way around grazing cattle.

All these themes are brought 
together within the framework of a 
beautiful, adventurous journey.

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The Path of St. Leonhard begins at the 
cathedral in Salzburg and ends in St. 
Leonhard outside Tamsweg, though it 
also leads through Forstau. The parish 
church in Forstau (built 1742) is likewise 
consecrated to St. Leonhard. At the 
bottom of a short pathway, we come to 
the Lourdes Chapel. This chapel on the 
banks of the Forstaubach commemo-
rates the visions of the Virgin Mary and 
the miraculous healings associated with 
Lourdes, the famous pilgrimage destina-
tion in France.  Its most striking feature 
is a grotto with stalactites. In part, 

they were brought here especially from 
France, while the rest originated in the 
Forstau area adjacent to the Oberhüt-
tensee. A Madonna in Neo-Baroque 
style, which could be positively identi-
fied as a Lourdes figure, is embedded in 
the stone grotto.

The chapel has remained unchanged 
since it was established. In 2004, the 
Lourdes Chapel was designated as a 
listed monument. The chapel is open to 
all interested visitors.
